Neem seed kernel extract 

 
Unlike most botanical insecticides, the plants can take up neem extracts through their roots 
and leaves, spreading the material throughout the plant tissues. For this reason, neem can 
help control pests like leaf miners, which feed inside leaves and are normally not affected by 
sprays that only cover the outside of the plant.

The fifth training 
session was given in Bamako and Kati to eight participants on beekeeping and fish 
farming.
