Fattening sheep and goats 
  
Usually, farmers fatten male sheep and 
goats because they grow faster. To fatten 
the animals, it is important to find the right 
animals. To fatten sheep and goats, also 
give them protein rich feed for about 3 to 6 
months. Along with good food, you must 
also make sure that the animals are kept 
in a healthy environment. Vaccinate and 
give them deworming tablets every three 
months to help keep them healthy.

Proper handling of baobab fruits at harvest 
  
Baobab fruit juice made from the pulp is very 
healthy, and can be added to porridge and 
sauces. However, the quality of the pulp can 
be greatly affected if fruits are not handled well 
during and after harvest. When baobab pods 
are damaged and have splits in the shell, 
moisture and insects can easily get to the pulp 
and spoil it.
