The survey results show that Access Agriculture videos reached over 30 million farmers
and at least 5,000 organisations between 2018 and 2021. The main impacts on farmers
are better yield, improved pest management, better soil conservation/soil fertility, better
produce, more diverse farm enterprises as well as enhanced appreciation of local
knowledge, women empowerment and youth engagement in agriculture. 90% of
respondents thought that the videos make a difference in farmers’ lives.

Teaching the farmers of tomorrow with videos

Youth around the world are leaving agriculture, but many would stay on the farm if they
had appropriate technologies and better social services, as Professor Alejandro
Bonifacio explained to me recently.

Dr. Bonifacio is from the rural Altiplano, the high plains of Bolivia. At 4,000 meters above
sea level, it has some of the highest farmland in the world. Bonifacio has a PhD in plant
breeding, and besides directing an agricultural research station in Viacha on the
Altiplano, he teaches plant breeding part-time at the public university in La Paz
(Universidad Mayor de San Andrés).
