Supermarkets in the USA bulge with everything from strawberries to steak, but this 
generous supply is threatened by a destructive agro-industry. In the book Perilous 
Bounty, Tom Philpott outlines looming disasters in California and the Midwest. 
  
The Central Valley of California produces an astounding 80% of the world’s almonds 
and half of the pistachios, besides a lot of the fresh fruits and vegetables eaten in the 
USA. This phenomenal production is irrigated with water that is mined, and can never 
be replaced. The Central Valley used to be a vast wetland. From 1930 to 1970 a 
network of dams and canals were built to capture snowmelt from the Sierra Madre 
mountains, for irrigation.
